Young. And now we celebrate the school anniversary on the second week of March each
year. This year, besides a Thanksgiving Service and celebration activities hosted by the
Student Union on Friday 13 March, we arranged for our students to meet two
distinguished alumni. Dr. Winnie Wong-Ng graduated in Pooi To 50 years ago. She was
then a student of a Chinese Secondary School. According to her, she was not proficient in
English and was from a family without resources. Under difficult circumstances, she still
pursued her goal for further studies and did research in science. Dr. Wong shared her
story, “From Pooi To to NIST (National Institute of Standard and Technology USA)”,
with S5 girls on how she took the initiative to seize every possible opportunity to become
what she is today, contributing to mankind through her research and scientific
publications. Ms Bi Ying Xian, graduated from Pooi To in Guangzhou around 60 years
ago, is a famous voice artist. She is coming to perform artistic interpretation of Chinese
classical texts for our students.

Throughout all the years, Pooi To is blessed as a school that trusts in the Lord. She is like
a tree planted by the water, its leaves are always green and she never fails to bear fruit.
