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From in-school activities to external competitions and
from Hong Kong to the world, every year we offer a
splendid array of learning opportunities for students with
diverse language abilities to develop their potential.

This year, one hundred and fifty students joined the
70th Speech Festival at which we attained first place
and third place in Choral Speaking and three third
places in Solo Verse, Dramatic Duologues and Bible
Speaking. Besides, our Debate Team won three debates
in the “Reading Forum 2019” and an inter-school friendly
debate. Furthermore, Esther Lee of S5 was awarded
“The Harvard Book Prize” and is now competing for the
Book Prize Essay Award.

In order to create a rich English language environment
and widen students’ exposure, a number of new
activities have been introduced. They are “From Page
to Stage”, “Battle of the Books” and “BookCrossing”.
This year we came third in “Battle of the Books” final.
Students participating in the events benefitted a great
deal. Besides, we also co-organized our first S6 Joint
School Oral Mock Exam with three partner schools.

Our 3-D printing workshop was established this year
to train students to master the skill of 3D printing and
strengthen their ability to integrate and apply the
knowledge and skills. Apart from learning aids such as
pyramids and prisms, students also prepared a mini-
solid maze as a souvenir for primary students in the S1
admission briefing session.

In addition, Geogebra was widely used in different forms
to assist students in visualizing and understanding circles
and 3D figures through exploration. Online Question
Bank in Hong Kong EdCity was introduced this year to
nurture students’ self-directed learning.

To extend learning outside the classroom, Sudoku,
KenKen, Rummikub competitions, Maths Trail, and board
game sessions were held to arouse students’ interest in
mathematics. Besides, Yoyo Fang, Angel Lan and Cindy
Kwok of S1 got the third honor award in the 10th Super
24 Invitation Competition. To follow on from that, Chan
Wai-yan got 5** in 2018 HKDSE Mathematics.

To connect the school to the real world, we seek every
opportunity to nurture our students to be globally engaged.
Hosting a foreign student from Finland, our students were
given a chance to have lessons and interact with her
daily. In March, we hosted two international authors, Ms.
Kate Beasley and Mr. Jack Cheng, who ran workshops
and gave talks. In May, it will be our first-ever time to hold
our English Day with the U.S. Consulate General Hong
Kong and Macau. What’s more, to finish up the year, we
have a study tour to Sydney in the summer.
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Integrated Science

In September, we invited Dr. Dominic Tong Siu-sing,
Senior Lecturer of the Department of Physics in the
CUHK, and also the guest of TV programme ‘Sidewalk
Scientist’ to conduct a science workshop at which he
explained scientific phenomena in our daily lives. The
experiments aroused the curiosity of students about
science.

The Gifted Education for Mathematics and Science
(GEMS) programme has been continuously available
to S1, S2 and S3 students. They participated in the
International Competitions and Assessments for Schools
(ICAS) 2019 organized by Educational Assessment
Australia this year and received five Credits.

Biology

Before the DSE public examination, we held a joint school
post mock examination in February 2019.

In order to broaden students’ horizons through learning
outside the classroom, students of Biology visited the
Biological Sciences Museum of Biology Department at The
University of Hong Kong on our Extended Learning Day. The
specimens of the exotic and rare wildlife species piqued the
students’ curiosity. They also aroused their awareness about
conserving wildlife.

17 S5 students competed in the Secondary School
Mathematics and Science Competition (SSMSC) held by
the Hong Kong Polytechnic University, which is aimed at
promoting students’ interests in Biology through competition.
A field study for S6 students was also held at Tai Po Ting Kok
Mangrove. Students used biological knowledge to learn the
relationships between living organisms and their environment.

Chemistry

To promote the interest of chemistry among students, all
F.4 students participated in the “Chemist Online Self-study
Award Scheme 2019”. All the F.5 students are encouraged
to join the Secondary School Mathematics & Science
Competition organised by the Hong Kong Polytechnic
University.

Besides joining competitions, all the senior form students
have joined the platform Online Question Bank provided by
the Hong Kong EdCity to allow students to learn at their own
pace, which can effectively promote students’ self-learning.

In order to broaden students’ horizons in chemistry,
F.6 students had a valuable chance to visit the Lee’s
Pharmaceutical (HK) Limited in Science Park. Students
could understand the use and the principles of different
laboratory equipment and the detailed procedure of the
manufacturing of new drugs. They also had hang-on
experience in the use of the latest pharmaceutical products
and equipment.




Information and Communication Technology

Promoting 3D-printing in a secondary school is never an
easy job. There are numerous problems to be solved in
order to launch this new technology. Yet, it is amazing
that these difficulties could be solved one by one within
this academic year! A 3-D printing expert Mr. Max Hung
joined us this year, establishing a 3D print room and
providing professional training for teachers. Besides,
students are trained on how to do 3D sketching and they
are able to make their own 3D products.

We have further implemented the 3D-printing in our
junior form training by including 3D model design in our
junior ICT curriculum. We have fine-tuned our junior
form STEM programme to embed 3D printing into the
curriculum. We are going to include project-based
learning in S1 and S2 classes.

This year, our S1 students have to create a “special”
robot car that can move forward easily in adverse
condition, while S2 students need to setup a security

Physics

Outside the classroom, junior high school students
participated in the Hong Kong Student Science
Competition organized by the Hong Kong Federation of
Youth Groups. Students invented the automatic clothes
hanger this year to help housewives deal with the drying
of clothes in unstable weather.

Senior form students participated in the mock exams
sponsored by the Youth New World, and had a visit
from the physics laboratory at Hong Kong University.
Students not only enhanced their academic horizon, but
also benefited from the experience of mutual exchanges
among students. Besides, we also held a series of
activities in school such as magic water balloon, magnetic
floating, magic bubbles, etc. to arouse students’ interest
in exploring physics.

Business, Accounting and Financial Studies

To strengthen the students’ self-learning ability,
discussion forums and online assignments were opened
to students via Google classroom and Online Question
Bank (OQB) of Hong Kong EdCity

Last year, during the post-exam period, S5 students
visited Deloitte, one of the ‘Big Four’ accounting firms
providing industry-leading services. It was a precious
experience for our students as they had a chance to tour
around the contemporary office and interview an auditor.
The activity gave a holistic picture of accounting careers
to our students.

When speaking of HK, what pops into your head immediately? A Shopping Paradise where you can buy
anything from cheap bargains or counterfeits in the night markets to designer goods and hi-tech gadgets
in some flagship stores? Will it be a Gourmet Heaven where you are free to choose from traditional street
food like spicy fishballs and egg tarts to all sorts of cuisines from high-end restaurants? Or the Pearl
of the Orient because of the glamorous night view of the city’s skyline well-lit by the neon skyscrapers
surrounding Victoria Harbour? Yes! They all refer to HK, which is actually a small and densely-populated
city, so small that it could hardly be spotted on a world map. Yet, it's also a cosmopolitan city, famous
for playing an important role internationally as a financial hub and trading centre, attracting countless
investors as well as tourists all over the world for almost half a century.

So what does HK's prosperity do with Nature? Actually, since day one, HK has already been blessed by
nature. HK started as a small fishing port. But it was no ordinary fishing port. It was a deep-water seaport,
on the coast of China, located by the South China Sea at the mouth of the Pearl River Delta. In short, its
geographical location enables HK to get connected to the world. In addition, HK’s climate is subtropical
and monsoonal with cool dry winters and hot humid summers...a perfect climate for agriculture. As a
result, nature helped HK to make a good start - to grow steadily as an agricultural territory. With an initially
favourable location of a seaport, fishermen could get tons of fish and varieties of seafood for livelihood.

Most Hongkongers had made a fortune - their first bucket of
gold! The standard of living of the majority of Hongkongers was substantially improved.

Unfortunately, instead of feeling grateful and trying to cherish or thinking about how to sustain what
Nature provides, the society took everything for granted by taking advantage of Nature, or in fact | should
say, by exploiting Nature. In order to maintain the competitiveness, the city has stepped up its effort to
develop and expand at the expense of Nature. For example, when manufacturing and textile industries were
growing, more factories were built.

Are you busy hitting the books for exams? Are you complaining about being buried alive by a heavy workload? Or are you tired
of working like a dog? | have a piece of sad news for all of you, that is, you cannot get rid of this kind of life even when you
graduate.

Recently, a survey has shown that tens of thousands of Hong Kong people work 75 hours a week, and among all countries of
the world, our city topped the list of long working hours. Why? It is because while other countries, such as Japan and Korea,
are regulating standard working hours, our government is still finding excuses to retain the present long working hours in
order to keep our economy growing, despite the fact that the city’s economic performance is falling.

Long working hours can have disastrous effects on employees, both mentally and physically.

First and foremost, employees are under huge stress. Long working hours often mean long focusing time and being tense.
Without having enough time for rest and having tons of files on the desk, employees cannot find a way to release their stress,
and therefore accumulate pressure. Being stressed can lead to anxiety, insomnia, and even worse, depression. Not only does
the pressure stress out the employees and cause mental health problems, it may also lead to accidents. Not so long ago, a
bus which was supposed to drive to Tai Po crashed, leading to many casualties. It was reported that the driver’s working hours
were so long he could not focus when driving, and therefore a tragedy happened. Who should we blame then? The driver or
the government?

Besides, long working hours can have negative impacts on family relationship. Since workers are under high stress, they easily
have conflicts with their family. Also, workers have less time to communicate with their family. Imagine if you work around the
clock, what you want to do when you go back to home is sleeping. This is understandable but this also affects family relation-
ships. According to a survey, 80% of respondents said they did not talk to their children on weekdays. Some also got divorced
because of long working hours.

Furthermore, long working hours can also affect ones’ physical health. The longer hours you work, the higher the risk of
getting hurt in the workplace, such as chefs and waiters, they always get hurt because of hot water. Neck pains are is also a
common problem. More than that, employees cannot spare time to exercise, which is why they get more and more unhealthy.

To avoid the above problems, maintaining a work-life balance is vital. To promote it, we should cooperate with different parties.

For employers, they should encourage flexible working hours, such as allowing a home office. Employers should understand
that long working hours lower the productivity of workers and have no benefits for the enterprise. Adopting flexible working
hours, instead, allows employees to get enough rest and more importantly, cultivate a sense of belonging to the company,
and therefore have higher productivity. Not only can they get enough sleep, but also take their time to enjoy their lives, like
walking dogs and playing cards with children in the garden.
