On 22 April, 2023, Pooi To Middle School celebrated its anniversary with the tremendously successful Arts in Action 2023.
It's a true testament to the determination and dedication of the teachers and students involved. From the planning to the
showcasing on stage, every detail was meticulously crafted to create a memorable and amazing experience for all of the
audience. The atmosphere was warm and vibrant, with guests fully immersed in each event and enjoying themselves to
the fullest extent. It was a fantastic opportunity to showcase the students’ achievements of the past year and set 2023, the
135th anniversary of Pooi To, as a milestone for even greater success in the future.

Arts in Action has been the highlight of our school event calendar every year since 2006. Even during the pandemic, we
overcame many difficulties and performed online. We insisted on continuing because we believe that this experience
not only trains our girls in performing arts but also teaches them to follow their passion, to work hard, to learn to make
sacrifices for a team and, above all, truly believe that no one can limit them and stop them from flying high.

This year, to celebrate the 135th Anniversary of Pooi To, we chose the musical "Alice in Wonderland", in which Alice
embodies the traits of staying curious and keeping an open mind. These two traits are also important for making Pooi To a
vibrant and dynamic school, enabling students to unleash their full potential.

Unleashing such potential can help to build a lasting legacy, which is emphasized in our school theme “One Vision -
One Heart « One Legacy”, and this is why life planning for our students is of the upmost importance to us. The public
examination performance has progressively increased over the last 5 years. In particular, the HKDSE 2023, with 82.1% of our
students having met the basic entrance requirements for admission to publicly funded undergraduate programmes (33222),
surpassing the overall percentage in Hong Kong (36.5%). 100% of our students achieved level 2 or above in six subjects
(222222). Our students outperformed the Hong Kong average in attaining level 4 or above in 11 subjects. Furthermore,
our graduates also reported good news in JUPAS 2023. 79.8% of the students were assigned to formally admitted degree
programmes, which was much higher than the average performance of Hong Kong candidates (40.4%). In addition, 48.8%
of our graduates have had their degree programmes funded by the UGC, and 16.7% of graduates were assigned to the
three major universities (HKU, CUHK & HKUST), while one student was admitted to Peking University and some have gone
on to study at universities overseas.

On the strong foundation of 135 years, may God continue building on the cornerstone of the Pooi To Family to fly high in
the future.

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Mathematics Education

We envision that participating in various mathematical
competitions and activities can foster students’ confidence
and interest in Mathematics and expand their horizons. That
is why no matter how strenuous the academic curriculum is,

we continue to find new opportunities to enrich students’

learning inside and outside of the classroom.

This year, eight S2 students participated in the Australian
Mathematics Competition 2022, which is organized by
Australian Mathematics Trust, after completing the S1 Gifted
Education in Mathematics and Science Programme (GEMS).
Encouragingly, 2B Koo Ka Yu obtained the Certificate of
Credit while the other seven girls obtained the Certificate
of Proficiency. In addition, four students took part in the
True Light Girls’ Invitational Mathematics Contest 2022. We
would like to congratulate 4B Chow Ching Laam and 4A
Chan Yee Han for winning the Certificate of Distinction and

the Certificate of Merit respectively. What is more, 6A Tang
Cheuk Yan was awarded the Third-class Honour Certificate in
the Individual Paper 2 in the 39th Hong Kong Mathematics
Olympiad while 5A Leung Ho Suet was awarded the
Honourable Mentioned Certificate in the 40th Hong Kong
Mathematics Olympiad.

Considered as one of the “traditions” of our Mathematics
Department, the inter-class mathematics competition “Super
24" was held for S1 students to develop their number sense
and we are glad to see that all students were enthusiastically
engaged in the game. Apart from that, we would like to
express our effusive gratitude to all of the Mathematic
Activities Committee members who have assisted in
organizing a variety of mathematical activities to foster
the establishment of an enjoyable Mathematics-learning
environment in our school.
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Science Education

Integrated Science

This year, we organized our S2 and S3
students to attend the exhibition hold
in November 2022 and March 2023
respectively at Mrs YK Leung Health
Education Centre.

The Scheme aimed to cultivate students’
interest in science, to encourage students
to take initiative to learn and pursue
the latest science knowledge, as well as
to enhance students’ scientific literacy
through online self-learning activities. Most
of our participants achieved silver or gold
awards.

We also arranged some individual
experiments for the GEMS students so
that they can finish these activities by
themselves at home. One of the most
interesting experiments was held online
in March 2023 which was called “Making
natural indicators”. It was a fun and easy
science experiment for students to explore
at home!

substances at home.
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Biology

With the full support from donor Mr Leung Shing Shun in
memory of his beloved wife, Mrs Leung Wu Yin Kwan, who
was an alumna of Ling House (1963), Mrs Y K Leung Health
Education Centre is officially opened on 11 March 2023. The
establishment of the Mrs Y K Leung Health Education Centre
aims at nurturing our young talents in Science Education,
in Biological and Health Educational fields in particular. The
Centre is equipped with Virtual Reality and other interactive
devices to provide extraordinary learning experiences to our
students.

Students had the chances to explore our human body such
as the circulatory system and digestive system via the Virtual
Reality applications. With the integration with our Biology
Curriculum, we believe the works develop student interest
in studying biological and health science. In addition to
curriculum integration with Virtual Reality experiences,
exhibitions on common health issues were also held in
the Mrs Y K Leung Health Education Centre. Our Health
Ambassadors worked on exhibitions on Coronary Heart
Diseases and Gastroenterology to raise the awareness and
interest of students in this school year.

Besides, two of our Secondary 5 students participated in
The Third International Youth Competition on Innovative
Applications of Metaverse organized by the Nanjing
Association for Science and Technology. The organizing
committee of the competition has received more than 60
entries from more than ten countries and regions including
the mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Ghana, and Spain.
The works involve applications in various domains such as
industry, medical care, education, and cultural tourism. Our
projects named, “Human Digestive System” and “Human
Circulatory System” respectively, won the Third Prizes. Big
applause to their good work.
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Chemistry

With more and more students having
their vaccines taken, we have resumed full
day teaching in September and trying to
resume our normal school life in Pooi To.

For our academic activities, all F.4 students
joined the chemist online self-study award
scheme, which allow students learn beyond
the lesson. In the award scheme, there are
more than 20 different topics in chemistry
for students to have their self-study.
Students can pick the topics that they are
interested in and learn from the professors
of various universities in Hong Kong.

In order to let students to be more familiar
with the public exam, all senior form
students are practicing CE and DSE pastpaper using
the online question bank from the Hong Kong edCity.
Students are more confident in handling pastpaper after
using this platform. Students can enjoy full access to all the
questions in their F.6 study leave, letting students practice
the pastpaper according to their own pace.

In addition to the pastpaper online question bank, F.6
students are encouraged to participate in various mock
exam. All F.6 students have attended the mock exam
organised by Hong Kong Association of Science and
Mathematics as their pre-mock. It gave students hands-
on experience of how a public exam would be and let
students to know their current progress of study. More

than half of them had joined the mock exam of Hong
Kong DSE educators association as their post-mock. With
both the pre-mock and post-mock, students are familiar
with various type of question in public exam and have
improvement in their question answering skills.

For the activities to celebrate our 135th anniversary,
Chemistry department have set-up two booths in the
celebration of lunar new year, one of them is to make
lava lamp, and another one is writing Chinese Fai Chun
using invisible ink. Both of them aim to deliver good
wishes to Pooi To and wish Pooi To to have a happy 135th
anniversary.
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Physics

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Information and Communication Technology

As a preparatory work of launching Al in Pooi To, form three
ICT lesson plan is updated and Python programming is
included in it. Moreover, new ICT curriculum is effective as
from this academic year and Python programming should be
learned by all of the ICT students in form 4.

Learning Python programming is not just happened in our
regular classes. Students joining our metaverse classes
after school can also have a chance to learn this type of
programming skills.

Because of the above development, Python programming
becomes a very hot topic in this academic year.

Python IDE (Integrated Development Environment) is free.
Plenty of learning material about Python can be accessed
easily from many web sites. So, students can continue their
learning about this programming language even after school
or at home.

We, ICT teachers in Pooi To, continue to give challenges to our
students so as to arouse their learning interests.

After the learning of Python for several months, what we
observe is quite satisfactory. Many students are willing
to tackle many difficult problems. Some of them are not
satisfied with this, they further their self-learning by solving
online problems prepared by HKOI.

Other than our new attempt to teach Python, we continue
our project in STEM lessons. LED wall modules are used in
our junior form ICT classes. Students are required to use the
modules to input their programs for displaying colourful
animations.
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STREAM Education Team

STREAM has become a part of the syllabus for both S1
and S2 in ICT. In the second term, S1 students worked
collaboratively to assemble, clamp and learn to solder the
P4 LED display control board. They were asked to design
the board to celebrate the school’s 135th Anniversary. The
S2 project learning is the Arduino Midi Piano. Students
need to assemble the piano parts on their own, and learn to
programme and control. As a “MAKER’", they will encounter
difficulties. They need to think of the causes and do research
to find solutions.
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In promoting MAKER, the Robot Team divided into two
groups lead by three S4 students, and started making
automatic sprinkler systems to irrigate the garden in the
playground, and assemble the drawing and writing robot.

Making things by themselves helps students realize their
creativity, and grants them a sense of achievement.

For a while, | had been noticing a young junior form girl who had had a tattered school bag for over a month. |
became inquisitive as not many students have a similar situation. The girl hardly participated in extracurricular
activities or interest classes. | guessed there might be something wrong with her family situation and | decided |

wanted to know more about the situation. | then found out her friend is my friend’s cousin.

On one occasion, my friend saw me continuously staring and bothered by this issue, so she told me she had
learned that this junior girl has only one parent, her mother, and that they are from a low-income family. Wanting to
encourage her to not feel ashamed, | planned to have a casual conversation with her. After our conversation, | was
able to learn about her concerns, which were that she was scared she would be mocked by other students and didn't
fit in their social circles. Suddenly, my friend and | exchanged glances as we knew there was an upcoming event by
the Salvation Army called “Hong Kong: an inclusive society.” Our next course of action was to secretly chat with those

who were from low-income family backgrounds, to discuss the benefits of this event and ask them to join.

During the event, there were lots of teenagers from low-income families which made her realize that she was not the
only individual who had this problem. Throughout the event, the girls and | were discussing how excluding ourselves
from society would lead to disrespect, which would make them feel less credible and wouldn't help them better their
situation. One issue my friend and | faced was that the teenagers had low self-esteem, which caused them to hide
their opinions. We started to show them how to participate in the discussion in order to support them physically and

mentally. Everything went smoothly as they were willing to share their viewpoints.

People normally have negative views which leads to fear, pushing us to face everything alone and be segregated by
social status. Understanding the concept of inclusion taught me to befriend any individual from different walks of
life and not to discriminate against others. Moreover, dealing with fear can be a complicated process and is common
among everybody in the world. When | was able to face my fear, | learnt to step out of my comfort zone which helped

me overcome my fear of others who are different to me. This then helped me to not look down on them.

The teenage girls started to develop a “who cares” attitude to the negative views that others might have of them,
which made them more confident. In our society, we can choose what we want it to be. Therefore, if we want to be
a contributing member of society, we have to include ourselves in the community and not exclude ourselves by
focussing too much on digital and virtual worlds. Individually, we need to be present and face problems positively,

and when we are unable to, we should seek the assistance or guidance of others.
